Highlights of the
Meetings of the Board of Directors
November 5 and 8, 2021

The following is a review of the topics discussed and action taken during the meetings of the
Board of Directors held November 5 and 8, 2021, in Fort Worth, Texas.

Pam Velisek, President of the American Angus Auxiliary, gave an overview of the Auxiliary’s
activities of the past year.

The 2021 annual report and fiscal year (FY) 2021 finances were reviewed. Chuck Grove
moved, seconded by Barry Pollard, to accept the report.
